Photoview 1 - Southerly view across existing car-park with vehicular
entrance and pitch and putt maintenance shed.

Photoview 4 - Existing concrete steps adjacent '‘Access No. 2' from
Bohercrowe Road. Both the 'riser' and the 'going' of these steps vary
making it difficult for the user to negotiate.

Photoview 7 - No definition to bitmac footpath. A 'shelf-edge’ exists
along the footpath where it has damaged the landform and is difficult
to maintain.

Photoview 10 - View eastwards from Mutton Pie Hill of adjoining
quarry.

Photoview 13 - Retaining natural stone wall in varying states of
disrepair along Bohercrowe Road.

Photoview 16 - Existing shelter in pitch and putt course in poor state
of disrepair. Undefined boundary to the rear dominated by
Furze/Gorse.

Photoview 2 - View of Pitch and Putt 'Club House'. Cupressus
macrocarpa trees to the north-side of the Club House (on
Clanwilliam Rugby Ground lands). Ball-alley located to the east of
the Club House.

Photoview 5 - Although the Hills are vitually void of trees, the species
that remain particularly on open and exposed ground tend to be
stunted in growth. This is due to the poor and infertile soil conditions
and also with the exposed nature of the site.

Photoview 8 - Existing playing pitch on the 'Flat-hollow'. ESB mast in
the background with some domestic type screen planting at the
base. Birch (Betula pubescens) grove north of the playing pitch
planted to edge to the pitch and putt course.

Photoview 11 - Localised depression to the south of Mutton Pie Hill
with ESB mast in the middle background. Slievenamuck Mountains
form the backdrop.

Photoview 14 - Recent contruction of 'castlelated' type wall. Future
walling construction to be reviewed.

Photoview 17 - Entrance to Clanwilliam Rugby Grounds/Tipperary
Hills from St. Michael's Terrace.

Photoview 3 - Northward view towards pitch and putt course.
Existing boundary fence adjacent Clanwilliam Rugby Grounds in a
state of disrepair. In the foreground, existing bitmac path with
broken garden edge kerbing.

Photoview 6 - Park benchs in a state of disrepair. Generally installed
on concrete pads which are 'cut' into the existing landform. Bitmac
footpaths generally do not have a defined edge treatment.

Photoview 9 - Poor edge to bitmac footpath.

Photoview 12 - View eastwards across St. John's Famine Graveyard.
Well maintained with well defined cirulation routes.

Photoview 15 - View south-eastwards across pitch and putt course
with residential development (St. Michael's Avenue) in the distance.

Photoview 18 - Recently sown wildflower meadow on the former
tennis court.
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
